Wraparound Facilitation is a long-term, intensive planning process that follows a series of steps to help youth and their families to be successful. They
serve youth, ages 0-17, in Lane County with significant behavioral and emotional needs. Facilitators spend time getting to know each family and
their story and then help the family build a feam around the youth, including natural and community supports. They lead monthly feam meetings
and provide resources and support along the way.

Healthy Transitions positively impacts fransition-age youth, ages 16-25, who live in Lane County. They improve access to support and community
opportunities for youth who experience mental health challenges, might be outside traditional settings, are marginalized, or are af risk of
disconnection from services. They provide an individual with lived experience to work alongside youth, young adults, and their families to support
them in achieving individualized goals.
